Students interested in participating are asked to form a mock “Chamber”, with a 
President and board (matching the Doncaster Chamber organisational chart). The 
board are then given control of a sum of money, which can be allocated to proposals 
from members of the school’s chamber. Each proposal must be reinforced with a 
business plan; Doncaster Chamber offers help developing such a plan and advice on 
how to present to the board. 
 
Doncaster Chamber will then facilitate the projects with the students, in order to offer 
the most interesting, exciting and inspiring experience possible. Where possible, local 
business is asked to participate in activities, by sharing expertise or offering material 
aid. The link between business and education is at the heart of this proposal.

Each year group will be addressed in order to encourage as many participants as 
possible to get involved. Young Chamber (YC) board will then be elected. The board 
will meet for the first time at the end of September to discuss future activities and 
participate in team-building exercises. There will be a board meeting on a half-termly 
basis for the duration of the year. 
 
AUTUMN TERM 
 
Membership Disco – Monday 28th September 2009, 1330 – 1530. 
 
Disco to be organised and run by the YC for students in year 7, with a view to attracting 
paying members. Refreshments will be bought and sold on at a profit. 
 
What Next? – Thursday 22nd October 2009. 
 
The Chamber will organise 5 of its members to attend this event, designed for students 
in year 11. Students can select which businesses they wish to speak to and spend a set 
period of time with each of their choices. 
 
One Pound Challenge – Wednesday 18th November 2009, 0830 – 1130. 
 
Participants will spend the morning engaging in activities that teach risk and reward. 
They will each then be given a pound, asked to create a business idea and told to draw 



 

 

up a business plan based on this. Students can form teams in order to pool their 
resources.

Participants will devise and execute a range of stalls/amusements/refreshments for 
the fair, in order to turn a profit. The fair will be organised and delivered by the YC 
board. 
 
SPRING TERM 
 
Penguins – TBC 
 
Serlby Park used to run a swimming club called Penguins, which folded due to a lack of 
interest. There is a desire to re-ignite this once popular club. YC will re-launch

Serlby Park recently won a national fishing competition, the prize for which, was £100 
towards the setting up and running of a Fishing Club. The YC will plan, organise and 
market this club, using the lakes near the school and involving local tackle shops. 
 
Table-Tennis Club – TBC 
 
In the 1980s, Serlby Park won the National Table Tennis Championships on numerous 
occasions ς a facet of the schools history that was lost during the 90s. The school still 
possess a number of table-tennis tables for which they currently have no use. YC 
propose to form a club to make use of these amenities, contest competitions and 
make the club a profitable business. 
 
World Book Day – Thursday 4th March 2010. 
 
Participants will each write a novel/poem/story for consideration by the YC board. The 
board will then edit and compile a book, with a view to publishing and selling it. 
 
In addition to this, the YC board have identified an opportunity to use the elderly
